This NON-DISCLOSURE

"Disclosing Party”) And

“Receiving Party”)

Collectively hereinafter called “Parties”.

Whereas:

The “Disclosing Party” may disclose to the
other Party (the “Receiving Party”) certain
Confidential  Information  which  the
Disclosing Party desires the Receiving Party
to treat as confidential information in
relation to

(the

“Purpose”)

Accordingly, and subject to the conditions of
this agreement the Parties agree as follows:
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1.Confidential
Information

In this Agreement, Confidential Information
means all secret information or information
that is by its nature confidential and all
other data or information made available by
the Disclosing Party to the Receiving Party,
whether in tangible or intangible form,
whenever and however disclosed including,
but not limited to:

a. Any discussions and negotiations taking
place concerning any proposed transactions
between the Parties and the status of those
discussions and negotiations, including but
not limited to procurement documents
including,  without limitation,  SOW,
specifications; procurement requests and
any other related documents

b. Any information that would be regarded
reasonably as confidential by a business
entity relating, without limitation, to:

The business, affairs, customers, clients,
suppliersincluding sub-contractors, plans of
the Disclosing Party; and

The operations, processes, product
information, know-how, designs, trade
secrets or software of the Disclosing Party;
and

m Any information or analysis derived from
the above-mentioned.
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The Confidential Information
not include the following:

a) Known to the Receiving Party or become
known to the Receiving Party, without
breach of confidentiality restrictions similar
to those stipulated hereunder, from a
source other than the Disclosing Party, as
evidenced by written records or other
evidence.

b) It is information generally available in the
public realm;

c) Is or becomes publicly available through
no fault, or failure of, the Receiving Party;

d) Developed by the Receiving Party
independent of any disclosure hereunder
as evidenced by written records or other
evidence.

e) First disclosed or used by the Receiving
Party more than ten (10) years after the
date upon which the particular Confidential
Information was received from the Disclosing
Party; or

f) Disclosure is requested pursuant to an
order of court of competent jurisdiction or
under any written law provided that
reasonable written notice is given to the
Disclosing Party upon being aware of such
disclosure order.
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2.0bligations on
Receiving Party:

Upon receiving Confidential Information,
the Receiving Party should:

a. The Supplier should comply with National
Cybersecurity Authority (NCA) laws and
requirements in Saudi Arabia.

b. Limit disclosure of any Confidential
Information to its directors, officers,
employees, contractors, agents, on a “need
to know" basis and only in connection with
the current or contemplated business
relationship between the Parties;

c. Advise its directors, officers, employees,
contractors  and agents  of  the
confidentiality nature of the Confidential
Information and require all Representatives
to keep the Confidential Information
confidential;

d. Exercise the same degree of caution to
prevent the disclosure or use of such
confidential information, except as
provided herein, as the Receiving Party
employs with respect to its own Confidential
Information of comparable importance, but
in no instance less than reasonable caution.

e. Not disclose any Confidential Information
to any third parties other than those parties
set out in sub-article (b) above, unless
agreed in writing by the Disclosing Party.

f. Not disclose any Confidential Information
to any parties outside of Saudi Arabia other
than those parties set out in sub-article (b)
above, unless agreed in writing by the
Disclosing Party.

g. Receiving Party is obligated to notify
Disclosing Party and write a report
immediately in case of cybersecurity
incident that may affect data that has been
shared or created.

h. The Consultancy services employees who
has access to the data, should comply in this
regard to the laws and requirements of
National Cyber Security (NCA) in Saudi
Arabia.

3.Duration:

This Agreement will remain in effect for the
whole term of the relationship between the
Supplier and the Company and for a period
of three (3) years after it terminates or
expired.

4.Expiration or
Termination of
The Agreement:

All written Confidential Information should
be returned to the Disclosing Party or
securely destroyed by the Receiving Party,
within thirty (30) days, and secure the
require evidence to Disclosing party,
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after the expiration or termination of the
relationship between the Parties, or when
requested, by the Disclosing Party at any
time, or when Receiving Party's need for
suchinformation for the Purpose has ended,
whichever is earlier.

In the event of destruction, the Receiving
Party should certify in writing to Disclosing
Party, within thirty (30) days, that such
destruction (including any derivative
information) has been accomplished and
secure the require evidence. Receiving Party
should make no further use of such
Confidential Information.

5.Intellectual
Property:

The Disclosing Party (Mobily) owns the
Intellectual Property of the receiving party
proposals and deliverables, thus has the
right to use it whenever it sees fit.

The Disclosure of Confidential Information
hereunder should not be construed as
granting either a license under any patent
or patent application or other intellectual
property or any right of ownership in the
aforementioned Confidential Information.
Nor should disclosure constitute any such
representation, warranty, assurance,
guarantee or inducement by the Disclosing
Party with respect to the accuracy of the
Confidential information or against
infringement of patents or other rights of
external parties.
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The Receiving Party acknowledges that a
breach of this agreement and unauthorized
disclosure of Confidential Information could
result in substantial and irreparable
damage to the Disclosing Party and
therefore in the event of any such breach, in
addition to other available remedies, the
Disclosing Party should have the right to
seek specific performance and other
injunctive and equitable relief.

6.Entire
Agreement:

This Agreement contains the entire
understanding between the Parties with
respect to the safeguarding of said
Confidential information and supersedes all
prior communications and  previous
agreement.

No waiver, alteration, modification, or
amendment should be binding or effective
for any purpose whatsoever unless and until
reduced to writing and executed by
authorized representatives of the Parties.

/7.Governing Law:

This Agreement should be governed and
construed in accordance with the laws of the
Kingdom of Saudi Arabia.
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8.Dispute
Resolution:

All disputes arising out of or in connection
with this Agreement should be resolved
amicably between parties. If the dispute(s)
are not resolved by amicable resolution
within (30) days from the date dispute(s) has
arisen, then the dispute should be adjudged
by the Kingdom of Saudi Arabia courts and
the parties hereof agree to submit to
exclusive jurisdiction of Kingdom of Saudi
Arabian courts.

9.Language

This Policy has been prepared in the Arabic
and English language, in the event of a
conflict or ambiguity between the Arabic
and the English text, the Arabic text shall
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
